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Look up Mark 15:40. Three of the four women are listed, but they are called different things.
Who is the first woman listed? Write her name in the proper row of the second column (ie,
matching up with her name from John 19:25).

Who is the last woman listed in Mark 15:40?

Could she be the same as the woman in row A? Why not?
Could she be the same as the woman in row C? Why not?
Could she be the same as the woman in row D? Why not?

There is only one woman that she could match up with. Write her name in the proper row of
the second column.

Who is the second woman listed in Mark 15:40? Where would she probably fit in the second
column? Write her name in the chart.

Which woman from John 19:25 is left out of Mark 15:40?

Look up Matthew 27:56. Again three of the four women are listed, but again they are called
different things. Who is the first woman listed? Write her name in the proper row of the last
column.

Who is the second woman listed? Write her name in the proper row of the last column.

Who is the last woman listed?

Could she be the same as the woman inrow A? __ Why not?

(Hint: do you remember the name of the row A woman’s husband?) Write the name of the last
woman from Matthew 27:56 in the proper row of the last column.
